IEEE University Student Activities worldwide primarily operates through local and grass root entities called IEEE Student Branches. A Student Branch is a group of IEEE members (students, faculty counselor and interested Section members) in a University / College who are interested in engaging in professional activities and have a passion towards advancement of technology. IEEE Student Activities establishes or maintains a Student Branch for each institution in its section that has electrical engineering and related curricula.   

The function of Student Activities is to:
· Develop awareness and provide training for student volunteers.  This should include yearly ‘What is IEEE” for new members in the fall, and STEP programs for perspective graduates at each Branch in the spring of every year.  
· Provide a relevant information flow to the Student Branches.

· Maintain a Collaboration Platform.  
· Maintain contact with the Educational Activities chair to coordinate and assist with educational opportunities that relate to both the section and branches. 
· Coordinate PACE Activities in order to develop professional activities appropriate to the section and branches.
· Coordinate with the Student Representative and other Section Student Branches.   
· Establish activities for the branches and facilitate Student Branch to Student Branch interactions and mutual activities.  

IEEE Student Activities also leads the University Mentor Committee which is an active section level of member volunteers working with Student Branch officers and members to facilitate regular contact between the section and the Student Branch. Student Branch Mentors function as a liaison and communications link between the Section Executive Committee and the individual Student Branches in the section.

Student Branch Mentors work with Student Branch officers and members to:

· Ensure Student Branch continuity from one school year to the next 

· Help organize Student Branch meetings with speakers from Universities / Local Chapters / Local Businesses. 

· Assist in accurate Student Branch reporting of activities.

· Promote Student Branch involvement in Section activities (S-PACs, Workshops, Classes, Conferences and Technical Meetings.)

· Facilitate Section & Student Branch communications, 

· Establish firm administrative and financial support at the Universities for Student Branch operations.
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
